Validity of Tenders

Tenders shall remain valid for 335 days after date of tender opening pursuant to paragraph 2.18. A tender
validity for a shorter period shall be rejected by KRA as non-responsive.

2.19. Clarification of Tenders

2.19.1 To assist in the examination, evaluation and comparison of tenders KRA may, at its discretion, ask the
tenderer for a clarification of its tender. The request for clarification and the response shall be in writing,
and no change in the prices or substance of the tender shall be sought, offered, or permitted.

2.19.2 Any effort by the tenderer to influence KRA in tender evaluation, tender comparison or contract award
decisions may result in the rejection of the tenderers’ tender.

2.20. Preliminary Examination and Responsiveness

2.20.1 KRA will examine the tenders to determine whether they are complete, whether any computational errors
have been made, whether required sureties have been furnished, whether the documents have been properly
signed, and whether the tenders are generally in order.

2.20.2 Arithmetical errors will be rectified on the following basis. If there is a discrepancy between the unit price
and the total price that is obtained by multiplying the unit price and quantity, the unit price shall prevail,
and the total price shall be corrected. If the candidate does not accept the correction of the errors, its tender
will be rejected, and its tender security forfeited. If there is a discrepancy between words and figures, the
amount in words will prevail.

2.20.3 KRA may waive any minor informality or non-conformity or irregularity in a tender which does not
constitute a material deviation provided such waiver does not prejudice or affect the relative ranking of any
tenderer.

2.24. Post-qualification

2.24.1 KRA will verify and determine to its satisfaction whether the tenderer that is selected as having submitted
the lowest evaluated responsive tender is qualified to perform the contract satisfactorily.

2.24.2 The determination will take into account the tenderer financial and technical capabilities. It will be based
upon an examination of the documentary evidence of the tenderers qualifications submitted by the tenderer,
pursuant to paragraph 2.11.2, as well as such other information as KRA deems necessary and appropriate.

2.27 Notification of Intention for Award

2.27.2 The notification of award will signify the formation of the contract subject to the signing of the contract
between the tenderer and KRA pursuant to clause 2.9. Simultaneously the other tenderers shall be notified
that their tenders were not successful.

2.27.3 Upon the successful Tenderer’s furnishing of the performance security pursuant to paragraph 2.29 KRA

2.27 Signing of Contract
